Afterward, he shared a short evangelical message and invited them 
to "come to church." 
 
Saturday's service was the fifth service for the new church.  When including Sundays event, 56 
different people have attended at least one service at the new church.

  Pray that the financial needs of both the church and the pastoral family 
be met. 

  Pray for 3 women who have attended church and are struggling with an alcoholic 
husband/father.  All 4 of them, father included, have reservations for the Valentine's 
dinner. 

  Pray for the Valentines dinner this Saturday night.  We were hoping that we could have 
40 attendees.  People keep calling and stopping by in order to purchase tickets.  We are 
now expecting to host over 50 adults and 15 children beginning at 6:30 p.m. Saturday.  
This evening is evangelistic in nature and most of the attendees have never attended or 
do not regularly attend a church.  

  Praise God for the team of cooks, waiters, musicians, florists, children's workers and 
parking lot attendants who have volunteered their time to make this ministry possible 



(there will be at least 17 people working from 5 different churches).  We are also thankful 
for other community churches who are allowing Casa Grande to borrow sound 
equipment, AV equipment, tables and chairs for the event.
