“The Question is: How does a person become a Christian?”

“Group Number 1. Your answer?

That's a good answer, but where in our text did you find
it?”

“Group Number 2. Your answer?
Yes, what you say is also true, but | don’t see that
anywhere in our text.”

“If you can show me where it says that in the passage
then we’ll write it down on the whiteboard.”

“Ok, group, let's look again...What DOES the text say?

“Here it is, ‘Through faith in Jesus Christ’ and ‘not by my own
efforts.” “God takes the initiative!”

The above dialogue is just a sampling from a seminar we had
here in Rivne April 5 & 6. Josef Sykora, from Brataslava,
Slovakia, did an excellent job of steering the five groups of
participants into the Word. It was a process which was new to
some and beneficial to all. The Word is powerful and does
speak into our lives!
